THE EUCHARIST MISSION OF THE FAMILY

Marriage is a sacrament af the service of communion. ltis, as the Catechism describes, “directed towards the salvation of
others; if it contributes as well to personal salvation, it is through service to others that it does so” (§1534). The Catholic
family comes from and is ordered to this mission of communion, a mission which originates not in the married couple but
in the Eucharistic sacrifice of the Lord. It is his mission that the married couple serves and to which the family is ordered. In
this session we will look at how the family in particular is united with Jesus and one another in the Holy Eucharist.

religious/ consecrated life. This talk will focus on the different ways in which the family can nourish our vocation to sanctity
and the personal vocation entrusted to us by the Father for the good of others. This talk will outline the fundamental
understanding of the notion of vocation as it relates to the identity and mission of the family.
